KNUTSFORD NETBALL CLUB (KNC) CODE OF CONDUCT

We ask that all KNC members

Strive to achieve the highest possible standards of play, both as an individual and for the team, whilst promoting good sportsmanship

KNC is an established club within Cheshire and has participated in local leagues for a number of years, with many of our players across all age representing Cheshire at county level. All members must realise that they play as part of a team / club, not simply as an individual and that the actions of players reflect on the club as a whole. As club members we must ensure that we promote positive impressions through our 

· behaviour, both on and off court

· body language

· interaction with KNC members, other teams, players and umpires.

KNC is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the well being of all its members. The club believes that it is important that players, coaches, administrators and all who are associated with it should at all times show respect and understanding for the safety and well-being of others. Therefore, you are asked to be open at all times, actively support player & squad development and share any concerns or complaints that you may have about the club with the Coach / committee member. 

As a member of Knutsford Netball Club you are expected to abide by the following rules

· All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions. 

· All KNC members should foster a positive team spirit both during matches and training sessions 

· All members should seek to maintain self-discipline and should not use obscene language at any time

· All members should respect opponents. 

· It is expected that all players attend training sessions weekly and that they are available for team fixtures. Club kit is available for all to buy and it is to be worn for all club fixtures. 
· Players should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform the Club Coach by the allocated time
, if they are unable to attend or will be late. 

· Players must wear suitable kit for training and match fixtures and nails should be cut in accordance with England Netball recommended standards for training and match fixtures. 

· All players must pay all fees for training, match fixtures and other events promptly. 

· Players are not allowed to smoke, consume alcohol or drugs of any kind during training or whilst representing Knutsford Netball Club. 

Disciplinary Procedures – whilst we would anticipate any breach of the player’s code of conduct being rare, it is important for all players to realise that any such breaches will be taken seriously so as to maintain high standards of conduct across the club and to safeguard the well-being of all KNC members.

Depending on the severity of the offence, sanctions can move straight to any level.

	1st Offence
	Captains/ Coach to speak to the player (verbal warning) 



	Level 2
	2nd Offence
	Coach to speak to the player – and other KNC players involved if appropriate -  (2nd verbal warning). A written report filed



	Level 3
	3rd Offence
	Match ban. The length of ban will reflect the severity of the offence and will be determined by the Coach & KNC Chair.



	Level 4
	4th Offence
	The player will have their membership terminated.




In addition we would ask all KNC members to familiarise themselves with England Netball Code of Conduct (as detailed below)
“The All England Netball Association Ltd in its continuing effort to increase the enjoyment and participation of the game of netball has introduced a Players Code of Conduct. We ask that all those involved in netball follow these guidelines to ensure that all competitions are played in the best spirit of the game”.

PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT
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· Be conversant and observe the Rules of the Game 

· Play fairly, be competitive but not aggressive. 

· During play, do not question a decision made by the Umpires either by gesture, look, verbally or by commenting to another player. 

· Give the ball promptly to opponents for throw-ins, penalty shots, free and penalty passes etc. 

· Ensure you are in the correct position indicated by the Umpire when penalties are set. 

· Keep your self-control at all times and do not retaliate. Do not use obscene language at any time. 

· Accept victory modestly and defeat graciously, you are representing your School/Club/County who will be judged on your behaviour. 

· Shake hands with your opponent at the beginning and end of the game. 

· Thank the Umpires for officiating your match. 

· Enjoy your Netball.
